Today eSafety published a transparency report focusing on the

sexual extortion, as well as sexual extortion of adults, on their service(s). We also
published a stand-alone Snapshot of the findings.

In 2022 and 2023, eSafety published its first and second transparency reports relating to
how industry was preventing and minimising child sexual exploitation and abuse (CSEA)
on widely used services. We were pleased with the response those reports received.
Partners in Australia and around the world are now using the findings from these reports in
their engagement with industry and to call for improvements.

However, they were point in time reports and we were concerned that action hadn’t been
taken by these companies to improve their safety measures to address child sexual
exploitation and abuse on their services even though the findings from these reports
highlighted serious safety gaps.

On 22 July 2024, the eSafety Commissioner gave periodic (i.e. ongoing) transparency
reporting notices to these online providers — all of whom had previously received non-
periodic transparency reporting notices — to understand what steps they had taken since
their last reports to eSafety to address these horrific global online harms. These 8
companies are required to provide eSafety with reports every 6 months for 24 months so
that eSafety can monitor how they are implementing the Basic Online Safety
Expectations with regard to child sexual exploitation and abuse including online grooming
and child sexual extortion, as well as the sexual extortion of adults.

While some improvements have been made since our 2023 and 2024 transparency
reports were published, we found that, overall, there appears to be a real lack of both
action and urgency in addressing these heinous crimes, particularly at a time when Al is
facilitating a massive surge in CSEA generation.

We hope this report provides valuable insights to you and your team. In publishing what
we have learned from these notices we aim for this information to be scrutinised by
researchers, academics, global online regulators, media and the public, to hold industry to
account and encourage improvements in safety practices, protections and standards
across the board.

The eSafety Commissioner has foday registered new
industry-drafted codes which aim to better protect children
from a range of harmful and age-inappropriate content.

The six codes apply to a broad range of online services
and platforms — including app stores, social media
services, gaming services, pornography websites,
generative Al services and Al companion chatbots,
equipment manufacturers and suppliers.

They also apply to social media services, with one code
covering ‘core’ features such as posting content on the
service and another covering their messaging features.

Read the codes

The new Codes were drafted by the industry associations
Digital Industry Group Inc (DIGI), Australian
Telecommunications Alliance (previously Communications
Alliance), Australian Mobile Telecommunications
Association (AMTA), Consumer Electronics Supplier
Association (CESA) and the Interactive Games and
Entertainment Association (IGEA). They deal primarily
with how children may access or be exposed to age-
inappropriate content across the eight sections of
industry.

The registration of these Codes concludes a year-long



development process, following the issuing_of public
notices in July 2024 requesting that the Codes be
developed. At the same time, eSafety published a
detailed Position Paper setting out expectations for what
measures industry could put in place to deal with these
sorts of materials. A public consuitation on draft versions
of the Codes was conducted by industry in October and
November 2024.

Details about the drafters, copies of draft Codes, public
consultation submissions, and the explanatory materials
submitted to eSafety in support of the Codes have been
made available online since October 2024 and can be
found at gnlinesafety.org.au.

The Codes will enshrine protections across the
technology stack to prevent and protect children from
accessing or being exposed to different types of ‘class 2’
material as identified in the Act. The Codes focus on
online pornography, high-impact violence material, and
self-harm material. The Codes also include rules for Al
companion chatbots that can generate pornography.
These Codes adopt some key good practice measures
already being implemented by major platforms. They also
uplift safety protections, by introducing new obligations
that will require members of the online industry to
promote children’s online safety. Notably, the Codes
create some new age assurance requirements across the
tech stack to reduce kids’ access to these types of
content, ensuring safety measures will be applied where
they are needed.

The Codes also introduce new measures which will
empower all users, including adults, to have better control
over how and when certain materials may be shown to
them on services, including through algorithms and
recommender systems.

The Head Terms of the Codes also enshrine principles
which will sit alongside the safety measures for every
layer of the technology stack, like the importance of
protecting human rights online; the right to freedom of
expression; and the requirement for all services to comply

The Codes for search engine services, hosting providers
and internet carriage services come into force starting on
27 December 2025. The six new Codes registered by
eSafety come into force starting on 9 March 2026. A
breach of a direction to comply with the Codes may result
in civil penalties of up to $49.5 million.
